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OSHA’s Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 29 Part 1910.180, 
1918.55, and 1926.550  requires the owners and operators of 
cranes to perform routine inspections of their cranes and maintain 
a record of these inspections.  Repairs and maintenance performed 
on cranes are also to be recorded.
